Silver Jewellery - Intermediate

This course is suitable for all those with some experience of silver jewellery making and aims to build on the fundamental
skills such as soldering, filing, forming and finishing. You will be able to work on your own individual projects, or choose
from a range of set projects, and the tutor will be on hand to guide and develop your learning and understanding of silver
jewellery making in a relaxed atmosphere.

Information on how the course will be taught:
e Demonstrations to the group will be used to explain use of materials and techniques

e Aseries of projects will guide you through the different techniques
e Presentation and discussion of examples

e Some techniques will be practiced in copper/base metal (where appropriate) before making the final piece in
silver

e You will be able to practice techniques at your own pace and apply these to create your own designs

Please bring the following to each class:
e If you have your own tools, please bring these with you. If you don’t have any tools, we will be able to supply
some basic tools to get you started. Further information on which tools to bring and where to source them will
be given on the first lesson, so that you will be ready for subsequent lessons

e  Consumables such as flux, a small amount of solder, emery paper and polish will be included in the cost of the
course
e you will be provided with a materials list on the first lesson

e Bench pegs are supplied, however where possible it is advisable to bring your own
e A notebook/sketch book and pencil to take notes and record design development
e Remember to bring glasses with you if you need them

e A camera (or phone with a camera) is useful to capture photos of your work

Course content:

e This course aims to help you to develop confidence, improve and build on existing skills and realize your
potential

e  You will be shown how to use a variety of materials and methods to make silver jewellery and apply these to
create a variety of projects

e  You will practice skills such as soldering, filing, forming, finishing.

e You will be able to use these techniques to work on your own projects, with regular feedback and advice from
the tutor

e  You will refer to other artists work for inspiration
